Rosa: Wow, that's tough! | don't have to do much today. On Wednesdays | always have
to attend two classes in the afternoon and sometimes | have to take books back to the
library in the morning, but today | don't need to — | took the books back yesterday. I'm
here just to enjoy the campus grounds. | hardly ever have time to do that! Just once or
twice a month.

Victor: Don't you have to do some research for that Physics paper?

Rosa: Oh, my! Yes, | do! | have to continue looking for the articles. | need to read
immediately! immediately! Well, so now | have to go back to the library anyway.
Victor: OK. Let's walk together. The library and the Admission and Registration
office are on the way.

Rosa: Yeah, let's go.

Victor: Oh, by the way, what about tomorrow afternoon? Do you have any plans?
Rosa: Hummm...no, not really. I think | don't have to do anything in special. Why?
Victor: | usually do volunteer work at the International Students' Center on Thursday
afternoons. Why don't you join me? It's a really nice experience to meet people from
other cultures.

Os auxiliares do e does sempre sado utilizados quando fazemos uma
pergunta, mesmo que ela inicie com uma question word:

3.4 Third person -s

Como vocé estudou no toépico anterior, os verbos utilizados no Present
Simplecom aterceirapessoado singular saoacrescidos detrés terminacoes
distintas ("s", "es" ou "ies"), de acordo com o verbo no infinitivo. Isso gera
trés maneiras diferentes de pronunciar a letra “s" final:

‘ som de "s" ‘ plays
‘ som de “z" ‘ goes
‘ som de "iz" ‘ studies

Qual desses trés sons sera pronunciado depende de algumas regras,
listadas a sequir. Escute e repita a pronuncia das palavras apresentadas,
observando a distingao entre os trés sons.

Regra 1: 0 “s" final é pronunciado igual ao som da letra "s" em portugués
quando o verbo termina com as letras "p”, “t", "k", "f" ou "th".

3.5 Review: Adverbs and expressions of frequency
No dialogo entre Rosa e Victor, ambos utilizam diversas expressdes que
indicam a frequéncia com que eles realizam certas atividades. Observe:

On Wednesdays | always have to attend two classes in the afternoon and
sometimes | have to take books back to the library in the morning.

| usually do volunteer work at the International Students' Center on Thursday afternoons.

Vocé ja estudou os adverbs and expressions of frequency na Lesson 06, e
viu que eles normalmente sao empregados com o Present Simple e que
eles tém uma posicao definida dentro das frases em inglés.

Os adverbs of frequency sao colocados apds o sujeito da frase e antes
do verbo principal. Entretanto, quando se tratar do verbo To be, devemos
coloca-los depois (do verbo To be). Observe os exemplos:

Christine: Aff... Wednesdays are hardworking! | always work hard from morning till
night. I love doing volunteer work, but sometimes | get overloaded. I<]))>
Carly: I know... | usually see you buzzing around... |Audio
Christine: Yeah, that's because | sometimes have to finish my articles before
Thursdays. And | never finish them on time.

Carly: Hahaha, I know, I'm often lazy too! | hardly ever meet the deadline.

Christine: | know... but Rosa is the opposite! She is often organized! She doesn't

usually hand in late assignments. And she is always very excited!

Carly: Yeah, | know. She's great!

Christine revela a Carly que esta admirada com a disposicao de Rosa, que
doesn't usually hand in late assignments, often organized, always very
excited. Christine, falando sobre si mesma, diria:

| don't usually hand in my assignments on time.
| am not often organized.

| am not always very excited.

No caso das oragbes negativas, a regra continua valendo: adverbs of
frequency apds o verbo To be e antes de outros verbos. Veja:

| don't always work hard from morning till night.
She doesn't usually hand in any assignments late.

| am not always very excited.
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Por fim, lembre-se que, quando vocé quer dar mais énfase a frequéncia com
que realiza uma agao, vocé pode utilizar alguns dos adverbs of frequency
(por exemplo, usually, often, frequently e sometimes) no inicio da frase.
Porém, isso nao é possivel com always e never, a nao ser quando se trata de
uma ordem e se utiliza a Imperative Form e nao o Present Simple. Observe:

Normally | take the books back to the library on the way home.
Sometimes he works in the lab at night.
Always arrive on time for the class!

Never hand in your assignments after the deadline!

As expressions of frequency sao igualmente utilizadas para expressar a
frequéncia de uma acgao e, da mesma forma, também sado geralmente
empregadas com o tempo verbal Present Simple.

Ja em relacao a sua posigao, as expressions of frequency sempre sao
colocadas no final da frase. Observe os exemplos:

Rosa goes to college every day.
Amanda visits her friends twice a week.
Betsy does research in the library three times a week.
I go to the library once a day.
Betsy works in the lab three times a month.
| study English every night.

Rosa calls her family every weekend.

Por fim, a expressao how often é utilizada para perguntar sobre a frequéncia
com gue uma agao acontece. Por ser uma wh-question, ela sempre ocupa
a posicao inicial na pergunta. Observe:

How often do you do volunteer work?
How often does Rosa call her family?

How often does Victor do volunteer work?

3.6 Present Simple - Verbs Have to / Need to

Vocé ja conhece o verbo To have (ter) e o verbo To need (precisar, necessitar),
agora vocé estudara alguns significados atribuidos a estes verbos de
acordo com a situagao de uso.

Have to significa "ter que" e é utilizado em conjunto com outro verbo que
indica a agcao de que algo precisa ser executado, ou seja, ter que fazer
alguma coisa. Da mesma forma, Need to é utilizado com outro verbo,
significando precisar/necessitar fazer alguma coisa. Observe:

| have to buy a new book.
He has to write two papers this week.
| need to buy a new book.

She needs to get some books at the library.

No episodio desta aula, ao encontrar Christine, Rosa se surpreende, visto que
ela nao estuda mais na universidade. Acompanhe novamente a conversa:

Rosa: What are you doing here? | thought you didn't have to go to college anymore.

Christine: | do volunteer work for the college paper, so | need to come here once in a while.

Por que razdo Rosa, em sua pergunta utiliza Have to ao passo que Christine,
em sua resposta, utiliza Need to?

Isso acontece porque quando Rosa se refere ao fato de Christine nao
precisar mais ir a faculdade, esta implicito em didn’t have to que Christine
nao tem mais essa obrigatoriedade, visto que ja se formou. Christine, por
outro lado, utiliza Need to porque o fato de ela realizar volunteer work esta
relacionado com sua propria vontade, ndo é uma obrigagao imposta.

Quanto a estrutura das frases com Have to e Need to, verifique a seguir que
o verbo utilizado apds eles vem sempre no infinitivo, porém sem o to.

I have to hand in an assignment today.
You need to take the books back today.
He has to write a paper this week.

They need to talk to the dean.

Quando have to e need to séo utilizados na forma negativa, o significado
gue se tem é o de que nao ha obrigacao ou necessidade de se fazer alguma
coisa. Em termos de forma, ambos seguem o mesmo principio de outros
verbos no Present Simple: utiliza-se don't ou doesn’t. Observe:

| don't have to hand in my assignment today.

She doesn't need to ask for college transcript anymore.

Da mesma forma, as interrogatives e as short answers utilizadas quando se
quer perguntar sobre obrigagdes ou sobre a necessidade de se fazer algo,
também seguem as regras do Present Simple, ou seja, € indispensavel o
uso de do - does ou don't - doesn't.

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Catching a glimpse
4. College days

Most students in the USA discover, after they get into university, that life
there isn't exactly the same as it was in high school. Many things are similar

- going to classes, taking tests, presenting papers -, but the load of studying
and assignments changes considerably, and free time is reduced drastically.
However, it's an unforgettable time in everybody's life, when you have a
lot of fun and grow immensely as a person and as a future professional,
despite all the dedication that will be demanded from you.

Students at college are usually busy, because the courses they take require
more time - class time and study time - than subjects in high school. Some
universities alert their students that they will spend 40 hours or more each
week being a student, so it's like having a full-time job. Also, college grades
or marks are not only based on tests: professors expect you to take notes
during lectures, read extra material and write papers comparing it all. Some
even say that "you will write more in college in a semester than in two years
of high school".

Tests and other assignments - seminars, discussions and presentations
- also demand that you study a lot. The University of lowa (like most
colleges), for example, recommends a minimum of 2 hours of study outside
of class for each hour spent in class and adds that this studying can take
the form of “reading, reviewing and rewriting lecture notes, talking through
class material with classmates, doing homework problems in the math or
statistics lab, researching and writing papers, working on group projects,

studying in the language media center, etc.” The point is: only part of your
learning takes place in class, a lot of it is up to you.

Also, many students have to work part-time to pay for their college fees,
because unlike Brazil, universities in the USA are private and, thus, paid.
Consequently, there's really not much “free" time, but you will have many
opportunities to have fun, meeting new friends and various groups of people.

5. That's a wrap!

Nesta aula vocé viu Rosa e Christine falando sobre algumas atividades
gue realizam na Columbus College of Chicago. A partir dessa situacao foi
possivel revisar as estruturas do Present Simple em sentengas afirmativas,
negativas e interrogativas.
