Many schools offer convenient accommodation located on or near the
campus. The rooms vary in size and quality and the student has the option
of eithera shared or a private room. Some of these rooms have acommunity
kitchen, shared bathrooms and laundry facilities. These dormitories are
usually divided into boys and girls. Staying in these accommodations may
help students interact in campus activities as well as meet other students.

On the other hand, out of campus the students can rent houses but prices
can greatly vary, they can be much higher and places are not always
available; most of the time the students share accommodation to keep
costs down. Many schools will offer a variety of posts advertising housing
to help the students in order to get a place to live. As a foreign student, there
are different kinds of accommodation you can rent. Another option is the
single or double bedroom apartments which also have a kitchen, a toilet
and a bath. Most of these apartments do not include furniture or meals but
some include the heat system or electricity. The student should examine
the contract carefully before signing it and visit the place before moving in.

Environmental issues in Canada Prof. Tom Willcox

The amount of waste nowadays is a great problem the world population
has been facing. One of the most effective ways to reduce the garbage in
our routine is to use the 3Rs: Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle.

In Canada there is a law, the Canadian Environmental Protection Act, 1999
(CEPA 1999), which has been an important contributor to international
agreements in the environmental issues by sharing science and knowledge,
as well as by negotiating with the stakeholders. Canada participates in
three international agreements related to movements about hazardous
wastes. When the country signed these agreements, it compromised
to promote the environment management of hazardous wastes and
dangerous recyclable materials.

So, what can we do? If everyone does their share, we may not eliminate the
problem, but minimize it. In our community, we can think of Waste Reduction
Action Plans or hold Green Events, like distributing tree seeds for drivers. In
our schools, we can discuss with the students and staff how waste aware
they are, and encourage them to take the discussion further at home. There
can be posters on the walls, with the words “Reduce! Reuse! Recycle!”
and perhaps some activities to promote a waste reduction. At work it may
seem harder, but not less important. It is possible to conduct a waste
assessment, improve the energy efficiency and find ways for sustainable
purchasing. Every little action counts, and each one of us is responsible for
making our planet a better place to live.

4. Canadian documents

The SIN (Social Insurance Number) is an important document in Canada,
which serves as a national identification number, similar to the Social
Security Number in the USA. In order to apply for a SIN, the applicant needs
to have his original identity documents, photocopies are not acceptable.
Nowadays you need it to work in Canada or to have access to government
programs and benefits. For people who want to work or study in the
country, the primary documents are:

Work permit: provided by the Citizenship and Immigration Canada (CIC).
The applicant will receive a letter confirming if a temporary SIN was
provided. If so, this SIN will start with the number “9” and the expiration
date will vary according to his field of activity.

Study permit: provided by the CIC. The foreign students must present
either only a study permit or a study permit plus a letter provided by the

CIC stating that they can work.

If the student does not fulfil these requirements, he can contact the CIC
and apply for the study permit.

Allthe temporary applications for studies, work or visit in Canada should be
submitted online or through the Visa Application Centre (VAC) in London.

Funeral ceremonies may vary according to religious beliefs, but some
attitudes are common sense.

After being told about the death of a person, it is expected that you express
sympathy and attend the funeral. If you are just an acquaintance, you
should introduce yourself before paying your respects to the family. In
case you are not able to attend the funeral, a note or card to the deceased’s
family is a welcome gesture. In most memorial services, friends and loved
ones usually stand and speak about the deceased, sometimes telling funny
stories or just saying how much they are going to be missed, as a way of
honoring them.

3.6 Present Perfect Simple Uses

O Present Perfect Simple é utilizado para nos referirmos a situagoes
especificas. Por exemplo, em portugués, dizemos N6s somos amigos ha
muitos anos. Nesta frase, utiliza-se o verbo no presente simples, mas o
fato de as pessoas serem amigas ha muitos anos comegou no passado e
se mantém até hoje. Em inglés, nao podemos dizer esta frase nem com o
verbo no presente, nem no passado. Para isso, utiliza-se o Present Perfect
Simple. A frase, entao, fica assim:

We've been friends for many years.
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Ao utilizar este tempo, vocé expressa que a agao descrita iniciou em algum
momento do passado e perdura no presente.

Acompanhe os usos do Present Perfect Simple associado aos adverbs:

+ Always: utilizado em frases afirmativas, entre o auxiliar e o verbo
principal. Exemplo:

Professor Wilcox has always treated Bruno warmly .

Bruno’s professors in Brazil have always supported and motivated him.

+ Never: utilizado entre o auxiliar e o verbo principal. Never tem sentido
negativo, por isso o auxiliar permanece na forma afirmativa:

Amélie’s never been to the USA.

Carlton and Sarah have never spoken to each other.

+Just: utilizado em frases afirmativas, entre o auxiliar e o verbo principal:

Bruno’s just finished his presentation.

Give me a second, I've just arrived home.

+  Already: utilizado em frases afirmativas, entre o auxiliar e o verbo principal:

The beggar has already told Bruno about Sarah.

They've already planned everything.

+  Yet: utilizado sempre no final das frases negativas:

Bruno hasn’t met Sarah yet.

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«  Still: utilizado em frases negativas, com sentido semelhante a yet.

Bruno still hasn't met Sarah.

+ Ever: utilizado em frases interrogativas, entre o sujeito e o verbo
no participio:

Have you ever been to Canada?

Academic life is a time when the students learn not just how to deal
with different situations in college, but also learn how to become good
professionals in the field of activity they have chosen to pursue.

It also requires interaction between students and professors, and the
intellectual production of essays, papers, articles, dissertations and theses.

When people graduate, take a Master's degree or a get a Ph.D. degree, they
have to present a work to an audience.

Whenever one presents a work to small audiences or groups, he has to
address the audience by introducing himself and introducing the subject;

discussed, and finally conclude by summarizing what has been presented.
