1. Let's be a family again

In this class episode you watched Dave visiting his mother Portia, who
was sick in bed. Dave thanks Harold for taking care of their mother and
Harold said it was too late to regret it. Based on this situation and using
some lines as examples, you are going to study vocabulary related to
Regret Feelings. After that, you are going to study the Passive Voice, which
emphasizes the object rather than the subject. In the Out loud section you
are going to study the pronunciation between two vowels or a vowel and
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a semivowel. Last but not least, the Smart point presents reading tips so
that you can improve your reading skills studying the -ing suffix. Study the
lesson carefully and do all the activities prepared for you.

3.1 Regret feelings

3.2 Passive voice

O mais comum no nosso dia a dia é utilizarmos a Active Voice (Voz ativa),
que coloca 0 sujeito que realiza a agdo como parte mais importante
ou, como o proprio nome ja diz, é a estrutura na qual o sujeito é ativo.
Jé a Passive voice (Voz passiva) enfatiza a agao realizada, tornando o
sujeito secundario. Observe, em portugués, o funcionamento dessas
duas estruturas:

VOZ ATIVA ‘ VOZ PASSIVA

Ele faz todas as esculturas. Todas as esculturas sao feitas por ele.

Todas as esculturas - sujeito da passiva
sao - verbo ser (auxiliar) no
Presente Simples (plural)
feitas - verbo principal no
participio passado (plural)
por ele - agente da passiva

Ele - sujeito
faz - verbo principal no Presente Simples
todas as esculturas - objeto do verbo

Perceba que o tempo verbal do verbo faz da Voz ativa é o mesmo do verbo
sdo da Voz passiva, ou seja, Presente Simples. Além disso, por ser o verbo
principal da Voz ativa, o verbo faz também determina que na Voz passiva
ele deva estar no participio, feitas. Ambos, séo e feitas, da frase do exemplo
anterior, concordam com o substantivo esculturas:
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Voz ativa (Presente Simples) Voz passiva (Presente Simples)

Faz )
feitas

Em lingua inglesa, apenas o verbo sdo (are) precisaria concordar com o
substantivo, visto que o participio nao possui marca de singular ou plural.
Veja o funcionamento da Passive voice na forma afirmativa e negativa com
alguns tempos verbais em inglés:

Harold and his mother are going to Their bedrooms are going to
remodel their bedrooms someday. be remodeled someday.

Por fim, veja a forma negativa da Passive Voice com Future - Going to:

Passive voice - Negative form
Portia’s surgery isn't going to be paid by Harold.

Their bedrooms aren't going to be remodeled soon.

Em algumas frases anteriores temos a preposigao by que, neste caso,
equivale a por. Nem sempre é necessario especificar por quem algo é feito,
mas muitas vezes este tipo de informagao é bastante necessario. Observe
alguns exemplos apenas na Passive voice:

Romeo and Juliet was written.
The telephone was invented.

Portia’s house was built.

Como vocé pode perceber, falta alguma informagao nas frases anteriores:

Romeu e Julieta foi escrito. (por quem?)
O telefone foi inventado. (por quem?)

A casa de Portia foi construida. (por quem?)

3.4 -ing suffix

Frequentemente é comum interpretar o sufixo -ing como o gerundio (-ndo)
de um verbo, como no episddio desta aula, quando Dave pergunta a Portia,
sua mae:

How are you feeling, mom?

Feeling estéd como verbo no gertndio (sentindo), mas o sufixo -ing pode
adquirir outros significados, dependendo do contexto. Veja algumas
variagOes deste sufixo:
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* -ing como sujeito

Audio | Sempre que um verbo for o sujeito de uma oragao, ele estara com a
terminacao -ing. Observe um exemplo e seu equivalente em portugués:

Visiting my family is completely new for me.

Visitar minha familia é completamente novo para mim.

Veja outros exemplos:

Running is good for your health.

Correr € bom para sua saude.

Watching TV for long periods may damage your eyesight.

Assistir TV por longos periodos pode prejudicar sua visao.

* -ing como adjetivo

Os adjetivos em inglés, quando formados a partir de um verbo, podem ter
Q duas terminacoes: -ed ou -ing. Observe um exemplo de adjetivo terminado

Getting on em -ing.
Os adjetivos terminados em

-ed e -ing foram estudados
na aula 08 do maédulo 02. It was really exciting when Dave left his mom’s house.

Para acessar este conteudo,

clique em -ed/-ing adjectives. Foi realmente emocionante quando Dave

deixou a casa de sua mae.

Exciting ¢ um adjetivo que significa emocionante, empolgante. Ou seja,
nao se refere a um verbo no gerdndio.

*  -Ing apos preposicoes

Verbos apds preposigbes sao acrescidos da terminagéo -ing. Observe
os exemplos:

He's good at persuading people.
What are the chances of getting an autograph?

Thanks for having me.

+  -ing apos phrasal verbs ou idioms:
Quando o verbo vier logo depois de um phrasal verb ou um idiom, é
obrigatério que se acrescente o sufixo -ing ao verbo. Veja o exemplo com

um phrasal verb:

He's looking forward to meeting his mom.

Acompanhe agora um exemplo com um idiom:

Rachael feels like spending more time with Dave's family.

4. It's hard for me to say I'm sorry

The so called good mood and bad mood are internal and subjective states
but can often be inferred from body language and other behaviors. Mood is
an emotional state and it differs from emotions. It is less intense, and less
likely to be triggered by a particular stimulus or event.

Body language and behaviors while people are in a bad mood are
responsible for many disagreements. Furthermore, sometimes it is hard
to sort things out and bury the hatchet. There are people who can't help
rocking the boat and let it be. Then, people argue and it usually does not
have a happy ending because tough things can be said and feelings can
be hurt.

Moreover, some people keep having a lingering look behind
misunderstandings. Either because they kick themselves for what happened
and are going under a pang of conscience, or because they still believe the
other person is the one to blame.

Keeping such feelings is no good and makes people have longer periods of
bad mood. Look inside and see if you are good at apologizing. Are you able
to get together again after an argument? Even being afraid of recognizing
your own mistakes is always good to make things clear and put life back
on track.
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At the end, being in a good mood or not cannot surpass the ability of being
humble and recognizing mistakes. It is expected we treat people the same
way we would like to be treated and this is a pearl of wisdom for a lifetime,
because who has never had a bad hair day?
