3.2 Future Perfect

O Future Perfect refere-se a agdes que estardo concluidas (ou n&o) em
algum momento no futuro. No episddio desta aula, quando Dr. Lupov esta
conversando com Rachael e Dave no hotel, ele diz:

When | finish explaining, you will have understood everything.
Em portugués, esta frase ficaria assim:
Quando eu terminar de explicar, vocé tera compreendido tudo.
A estrutura do Future Perfect é composta, basicamente, com o futuro do

verbo To have e o participio do verbo principal. Acompanhe a tabela e veja
como é simples formar esta estrutura:

‘ Negative won't have understood

3.3 -ough and -augh sound

Em lingua inglesa, muitas palavras possuem os sufixos -ough e -augh,
podendo ser pronunciados de maneiras distintas. Escute:

-ough com som de /a/ enough tough

-ough com som de /ou/ although
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-ough com som de /u/ through |<|)))

-augh com som de /é/ laugh

As palavras com -ough e -augh que possuem o som de /6/, sao bem mais

frequentes. Isto ocorre especialmente quando os sufixos sdo seguidos

da letra t. Vale ressaltar que isto ocorre também com alguns verbos no Mind the gap

passado e formas do participio. Acompanhe a tabela abaixo: Em palavras como enough,
tough e laugh a combinagao
gh tem som de f.

-ough com som de /6/ brought bought thought

-augh com som de /6/ daughter caught

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4. Timeless fiction

Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley, a British writer from the late 18th century who
wrote Frankenstein, an early example of science fiction, wants the reader to
reflect on “If something can be done, should it be done?” Only twenty years
before writing her gothic-terror romance, Luigi Galvani, an Italian physician
and physicist had already found reanimation possible, after performing
an experiment using electricity to cause muscle spasm in dead bodies.
Combining her own ideas with Luigi's discovery, Shelley brings up few
questions that might still make society feel unease: Do people have the right
to play God? Can any good come of this?

In the book, Victor Frankenstein creates a namesake creature, portrayed as
a monster despite having no evil side. Unfortunately, Victor was not able to
build him with minute parts, so Frankenstein was gigantic, with disgusting
skin color and not appealing at all. Repulsed by his work, Victor dismisses
his creation. In a fit of wrath, Frankenstein burns down his creator’s
cottage and Victor’s brother ends up dying. The author, however, defends
her character saying that a man’s creation may be good or bad depending
on the circumstances.

Hundreds of years have gone by and one question still remains: What

makes us human is our feelings or the way we look? Perhaps there is no easy
answer, but we can't help wondering.
