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3.4 Speaking step-by-step

Start and go: Preocupe-se em responder as questoes, sem ficar nervoso
OU ansioso com 0s erros que provavelmente ird cometer. Muitas vezes
pensamos mais rapido do que conseguimos falar, por isso os deslizes
de conjugacao de verbo, troca de preposigdes ou esquecimento de
alguma estrutura ou vocabulario ndo deve atrapalhar o andamento da
sua resposta. Tenha em mente que mais vale negociar entendimento
e mostrar que vocé tem fluéncia do que demorar demais para falar,
procurando a preposicao correta ou aquela palavra que fugiu da
memoria. Caso vocé consiga identificar um erro que cometeu e puder
voltar para corrigi-lo sem comprometer a sua fala, mostre ao seu
examinador que vocé ja é capaz de autocorrigir-se. Caso contrario, siga
em frente e nao deixe que isso abale a sua confianca.

2. Answer assertively: Responda exatamente o que for pedido na questéo,

sem ser repetitivo ou muito sucinto. Se o exame de proficiéncia que
vOCé estiver realizando oferecer tempo para preparar a resposta, pense
em palavras-chave, ou seja, tépicos que vocé deseja desenvolver
durante a sua fala.

Record yourself. Ao preparar-se para a prova de speaking, uma boa
dica é gravar suas respostas e depois escuta-las. Procure identificar
momentos que vocé ficou em siléncio ou melhorias que ainda sao
necessarias na pronuncia, gramatica ou vocabulario.

Buy time: Se vocé nao tem muita certeza do que dizer ou esta buscando
aquele vocabulario necessario para a resposta, compre tempo. 1sso
significa que, ao invés de pensar silenciosamente em como dizer
alguma coisa, vocé ird preencher a sua fala pensando em voz alta.
