After that, you are going to receive
helpful tips to improve your writing skills, so that you can do your best in
proficiency exams.

Roy asks Dave the Robot to show everyone his robotic face by saying
Dave, do the honors, please. In Reported Speech, this sentence would be Roy
asked Dave to do the honors. In the next topic you are going to study “Free”
Reported Speech, which is used to report what people have said before but
not too attached to grammar rules.
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3. Getting the hang of it

3.1 - Reporting verbs - “Free” Reported Speech

Nas lessons 13 e 14 vocé estudou como reportar algo dito anteriormente
a alguém, seja uma frase afirmativa, negativa ou interrogativa. Para isso,
vocé conheceu primeiramente os verbos say, tell e ask. Entretanto, em
algumas situagbes € mais importante contextualizar a situagao como
uma sugestao, aviso ou conselho.

Ao formar as frases no Reported Speech com os verbos say, tell ou ask é
necessario fazer as modificagdes necessarias no tempo do verbo principal,
além de adequacdes em outros itens linguisticos. Nos exemplos que
serdo apresentados ao longo desta aula vocé vera que, ao reportar uma
sugestao, por exemplo, esta regra ndo se aplica. Isso acontece porque a
énfase esta em reportar a situagao, e nao exatamente o que foi dito.

Ha diversos verbos que podem ser utilizados, e escolher apenas um entre
tantos depende do contexto da situagao. Acompanhe os exemplos a seguir
e veja que 0s verbos ask, instruct, warn e forbid, quando seguidos de objeto,
acrescenta-se verbo no infinitivo com a particula to no Reported Speech:

Os verbos beg, demand, propose e request também sao seguidos de that
+ subject + zero infinitive. Os verbos utilizados nos exemplos anteriores
também podem ser sequidos da forma gerundio:

Dr. Lupov recommended not calling the police.

Perceba que em todos os exemplos apresentados o Reported Speech foi
feito de forma mais livre, pois a énfase esta na situagao, e ndo nas palavras
reais ditas por alguém.

Smart point
3.2 Writing in proficiency exams -

Cohesion and coherence
A produgao textual em exames de proficiéncia exige tanto conhecimento
gramatical e lexical (vocabulario) quanto organizagao de ideias. Para isso,
dois conceitos sao muito importantes: cohesion (coesdo) e coherence
(coeréncia).

Cohesion trata da sequéncia légica dentro de um texto, seja com as
palavras, frases ou paragrafos. Ja coherence estabelece o significado geral
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de uma frase ou texto, ou seja, o entendimento do que esta sendo dito.
Para que vocé entenda melhor, observe o exemplo:

I'm wearing a jacket because I'm not cold.

Nesta frase, os elementos estdo todos em ordem - sujeito, verbo e
complemento - ou seja, a frase esta coesa, estd bem construida em termos
de cohesion. Entretanto, falta coherence, pois se a pessoa nao estd com
frio, porque esta vestindo uma jaqueta? A frase esta, portanto, incoerente.

Alguns elementos garantem a cohesion dentro de um texto:

+ referentes: pronomes pessoais, possessivos ou demonstrativos,
que fazem referéncia a algo que ja foi dito no texto;

+ substitui¢oes lexicais: utilizacao de sinbnimos ou anténimos
a palavras ja utilizadas, com a intengao de enriquecer o texto
e evitar repetigbes. Ao efetuar uma substituicao lexical, preste
atencao na escolha do vocabulario, para manter o estilo
de escrita e evitar que o texto se torne prolixo demais;

+ conectores: palavras ou expressoes que estabelecem a
ligagao entre os itens de uma frase ou paragrafo.

+ coesao temporal: utilizagao de tempos verbais que coloquem
0s eventos na ordem correta, de forma Idgica e linear, facilitando
assim a compreensao do texto por parte do leitor.
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A coherence esta ligada a organizagao de ideias dentro de um texto para
que ele possa ser compreendido. Em resumo, pode-se dizer que escrever
um texto coerente baseia-se em dois principios basicos:

+ evitar contradigoes: redija um texto onde as ideias
e situagbes nao se contradigam entre si;

+ evitar repeticao de ideias com palavras diferentes: este ¢ um
exemplo do uso da substituicao lexical. Desenvolver a mesma ideia
dentro de um texto, apenas trocando palavras por sinénimos e/
ou anténimos nao Ihe garantira uma boa avaliagdo no exame de
proficiéncia. As vezes é mais vantajoso escrever um texto que
nao atinge o minimo de palavras exigido, mas com ideias bem
desenvolvidas do que um texto longo que nao apresenta sentido.

Escrever bem vai muito além de saber conjugar verbos e conhecer uma
extensa lista de vocabulario. Uma boa redagao no exame de proficiéncia
deve cumprir os requisitos basicos de cohesion e coherence. Para consolidar
as informacoes que recebeu, realize a atividade What's missing?

4. Have you heard about Social Medias

Social Medias were designed to connect people in ways they never
imagined.

Some people create a false image of themselves, which demonstrates
their insecurities; others post the good things to forget about the bad ones
and it can actually be healing. Assuming that everyone has a better life and
feeling sorry for yourself is not a healthy behavior.
